For those who are interested in the history of the Van Deusen
family in Holland, and have not the advantage of Captain Albert
Harnison Van Deusen’s “Van Deusen Family” we have taken from it

In 1325 Govert Van Doorsen acknowledged Jan III of Brabant as
his liege-lord and received back his ancestral property as a hered-
itary feudality, it remaining in the straight male line until the
end of the 16th century.
